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Local schoolchildren

Weaver’s Lane is ablaze with colourful
art, turning the walk to work for tenants
of More London and surrounding offices
into a street-side exhibition.
The walkway, which runs from Tooley Street
to More London, has become an open-air
gallery for a group of ten year olds from 
Tower Bridge Primary School, whose work is
reproduced on hoardings around the site of
the new Unicorn Theatre for children.

The display, sponsored by More London, is
part of the ongoing Community Investment
Programme, a £35million community
consultation scheme funded and managed by

More London Development, Pool of London
Partnership and Southwark Council.

The children’s work is the product of their
collaboration with artist Bhajan Hunjan and
writer Susanna Steele on their ideas and
experiences of live theatre, and forms part of
a wider consultation and education project
about the new Unicorn Theatre building,
which is due to open in 2005. 

The pupils have spent the past three years
acting as consultants, working with
architects, advising designers, interviewing
public artists, watching plays and visiting a
number of different theatres. 

St John’s
Churchyard given
new lease of life
The ribbon was cut to officially open a
rejuvenated St John’s Churchyard by Mrs
Betty Notley and Mrs Kitty Godber, long-
standing members of the residents’ steering
group which has been involved in the
project to breathe new life into the
churchyard since its inception.

The historic churchyard, located between
Tower Bridge Road, Druid Street and More
London, had been maintained to a basic
standard over the years but was in need of
regeneration. The Community Investment
Programme – a £35million investment
scheme managed by More London
Development, Pool of London Partnership
and Southwark Council – provided funding.

Local residents, including members of the
Tooley Street Residents’ Association, were
involved in the project from early 2002,
when the landscape architects and
designers J&L Gibbons were first appointed.
The residents’ steering group continued to
be consulted throughout the project.

The park now features public artwork
created by stonemason Gary Breeze with
help from children from nearby Tower Bridge
Primary School, as well as a playground,
new seating, railings, trees, turf and planting
schemes.

The artwork features flagstone, sandstone
and cast concrete paving into which has
been inlaid stainless steel letters which tell
the history of the site and also provide a
word search game.

Jim Watret, the More London manager
responsible for the Community Investment
Programme, said: "We are delighted to have
been involved in funding and managing the
regeneration of St John’s Churchyard, which
will bring a great deal of pleasure to both
Southwark’s local residents and visitors."

Potters Fields 
Park – make your
views heard

Members of the public are being given
the opportunity to get involved with the
planning and design of Potters Fields
Park, next to More London.
Gross.Max. landscape architects have been
appointed to develop designs for a stunning
public park at Potters Fields and want the
Southwark community to be closely involved
